Physics.

• Offers entrance examinations in English (or in English and Japanese for the 

Department of Mathematics).

• Provides an intensive Japanese language course for the first six months before 

enrollment in the undergraduate program.

• Offers undergraduate studies in both Japanese and English medium, with a 

transition from mainly in English in the first year(s) to mainly in Japanese later.

– If standardized test results are not available during the application because of 

problems related to Covid-19, applicants are allowed to send their results later 

(before enrollment, anyway)

level at grade 4 or above

– Cambridge CAE or CPE (with grade C or better)

8. Certification of Japanese Language Proficiency (if applicable)

– JLPT level N3 or higher

– A document certifying that the applicant has a Japanese language ability equivalent to or 

higher than JLPT level N3 prepared by the principal or a Japanese Language teacher of 

an educational institution.
